Rocky Mountain Region/Colorado District Serra Conference Summary 

 

This year our District conference was expanded to a Regional Conference to include 
Arizona and Western Texas.  Colorado has 9 Serra Clubs, 7 of which are in the Denver 
Archdiocese, and 1 each in the Pueblo Diocese and Colorado Springs.  Phoenix has 3 clubs 
and El Paso has one.  All of the Colorado clubs were represented - over a dozen of the 53 
attendees from our own Serra Apostolate.  Unfortunately, no one from Arizona was able to 
attend and only a speaker came from El Paso. 
 
The conference was held at St. Francis of Assisi Parish in Castle Rock on Saturday, 
October 26th and included breakfast and lunch.  
There were 4 presenters:  Father Mark Zacker, Pastor of St. Francis, who spoke on 
REVIVAL; Candice Tyrrell, US Council VP of Membership, who gave an overview of 
Serra and membership information; Father Anthony Ambuul, newly ordained and the 
youngest priest in our Diocese who spoke of his journey to the Priesthood; and Dolores 
Romo, El Paso Serra President, who spoke on The Many Faces of Mary. 
 

A panel of Serrans who participated in the Eucharistic Congress, including Beth Pressley, 
gave their impressions of the experience, and another panel discussed their local 
membership strategies and their effectiveness.  Club Presidents each presented some of the 
programs and events they held during the last year, and Bob Applegate gave a summary of 
the Serra International Convention held in New Orleans in August.
