In this way, our local Churches build this “*common home™ and, moreover, make the dieam of peace
more real every day. The aid offered by the Diocese of Colorado Springs thus becomes, as Pope Francis asked
and hoped in his speech on March 26, 2022,a concrete and personal way of building peace™.

The Resurrection of Jesus takes us beyond the Cross to the joy and hope that comes from seeing the
Risen Lord. It was Christ risen who allowed his disciples to fully know that God exists, that there is a future
for every human being and that our cry for unending life is indeed answered in Him.
